With continuing rising costs the majority of people are struggling to even feed &
clothe their families. Pray for the diocesan finances which suffer accordingly.

& discernment as they try to stabilise the economy & encourage production.

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after the Anglican Centre in Rio Verde. For their spiritual growth & fellowship
with other Christians.

Give thanks for encouragement in the congregation of Zeballos Cue despite the
difficulties faced by people in this area. Pray for more work possibilities. Also
for pastor Luis as he leads the young people in regular Bible study & for his
post ordination theological studies in the university. For his wife Regina & their
family. Pray that the PEPE preschool & Saturday feeding programme for
underprivileged children will be a means of sharing the gospel with many
families & lead to their integration in the life of the church.

Give thanks for outreach work in the Chacarita shanty area through the drug
rehabilitation home, La Puerta. Pray for young mother Adriana who through
receiving God’s forgiveness & asking forgiveness of her yet unborn child, was
released from her drug addiction into a new peace & maternal love. Give thanks
for the safe delivery of baby Debora despite repeated past attempts to destroy
her. For Sharon McCreerie the Director, & Hector & Delia, the houseparents.

Pray for vision & perseverance for David Greco & the leaders of JAPY (Young
Anglican Paraguayans) who are seeking to bring together young people in the
diocese. Pray too for wisdom for young people who want to study theology &
are looking for God’s guidance in this area. Also for Raquel who completes her
studies at the Theological Seminary in Chile & soon returns to Paraguay.

Pray for the Chaco congregations as they prepare to receive many from the
communities who have been working away from home on local ranches. For
inspiration & discernment in evangelistic & discipleship programmes.
