Mozambique along the Zambezi River.  
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Assessment flights in the Zambezi delta, to so far 

unknown villages, gathered information on the life of 
people living so remote that they have never seen white

The Cape Town outreach team of 15, along with all their 

gear, were flown out of the bush, back to civilization, after 

staying and ministering to the Aluawe people for several 
days.

NGO in order for the communities to be ready to build 7 
wells in 5 different very remote communities in October. 

An unplanned event was when a highly poisonous snake, a 
black Mamba, was killed.
